	“We are basically practising what would happen if there was an off-nominal landing, we wouldn’t land on the ground but we would actually land in the water, and we would have to survive independently for some time and using the rescue boats, the rescue equipment and exiting of course the re-entry capsule autonomously.”

	Wearing pressure suits, the astronauts  entered a mock-up Shenzhou capsule that was then released into the sea.
Samantha and Matthias were each teamed with two Taikonauts – who between them have considerable speceflight experience.
After donning insulation and buoyancy suits, they practised rescue procedures with both a ship and a helicopter.
Space missions can be unpredictable – and training exercises such as these ensure that astronauts are prepared for every eventuality.

	This training exercise wasn’t the first collaboration between the two space agencies. In July 2016, Chinese astronaut Ye Guangfu joined ESA’s caving course in Sardinia to experience an extreme environment as part of a multicultural crew.
Both activities stem from the 2015 agreement to boost collaboration between ESA and the China Manned Space Agency - with the ultimate goal of flying European astronauts onboard the Chinese space station from 2022.
